A definite negative attitude
toward the Vietnam War and
LBJ was the conclusion drawn
from the public opinion poll
given by Mr, Larson’s sopho-
more history ciasses to people
in the New Ulm area, from Nov,
30 to about Dec. 7.

The poll consisted of three
questions: Do you think we
should withdraw from Vietnam ?
Is the President doing a good
job? And who do you think will
be out next president?

By going to grocery stores,
bowling allerys, as well as
faculty, and making telephone
calls, the students contacted
about 1200 people who were
divided into three age groups:
¢A?” group, 18-25 years; «B?*
group, 26-45 years; and <«C?”?
group, 46 and older.

When the per cents were tab-
ulated, the results were as fol-
lows: For question one: age
group ¢¢A” was 30% for the
Vietnam war, 61% against, and
9% undecided; age group ¢B»
was 39% for the war, 51%
against, and 10% undecided; and
age group ¢C? was 43% for,
41% against, and 16% undecided,

Question two on LBJ showed
that jn age group ¢A? 17% were
for the President, 75% against,
and 8% undecided, Age group

inees or were undecided. Age
group ¢C? went 13% for LBJ,
12% for Nixon, 10% for RFK,
6% for Reagan, 4% for Mc-
Carthy, 4% for Romney, and 1%
for Rockefeller, Fifty per cent
were undecided or had other
choices,

The poll showed that the
younger people were mainly
against the Vietnam War and
LBJ, and for Bobbie Kennedy.
