TTre efforts
b y teachers to improve and indlviduallze
cuniculas ls commendable, but some-
what hopeless. To expect self+ellance
from seniors alter theY have been
treated as moldable plastlc slnce age

six is not practlcal. The old idea of
crstudeut power" is stlll relevant and
necessary.

To work for (student Powert', a
group of seniors have started a move-
ment of resistance to the conforming
and downgrading forces affecting stu-
dents. The movement ls shown bY
home-made buttons bearlng the math
symbol for ohms, the electrical term
tor resistance. The group hopestogain
s ympathy for the ldea of certain student
rlghts, such as guldelines for punlsh-
ment and qrrestioning of students sus-
pected of breallng rules and the rlght
to be treated in an adult fashion, as
well as to be heard, and for the idea of
increased effectlveness of the student
councll It ls hoped that worklng for
these goals will also tmlfy the class"

New Ulm lnvitqfi6ngl

Tom Rles leads theNUwres-
tlers ln total polnts with only
two more regular seasonmeets
to be added. He ls follosted
closely by Brad Voves, Steve
P eterson, Tom Burdick and Jim
Haller, in ihat order. Hlsseven
wins and four losses ls also
tied wlth Steye Peterson forthe
best record.

In the latest four meets the
New Ulm matmen have been
edged by Nicollet, bombed by
Blue Earth and St. Peter and
pulted an upsbt over Fairfax.
This gives the Eagles a 3-8
season record, with a make-up
meet with Hutchfulson and a
scheduled meet with Madella
to complete the dual$eet sea-
son. The South Central ConJer-
ence r4eetwa,s held onFebruary
8 here, and tlre District l0battle
is at Redwood Falls on Februa.ry
14-1 5.

New Ulm traveled to Nicollet
to glve the undefeated team a
surprtsingly tough battle before
losing 24-21 in T\resday, Jan-
uary 14.

At halfway through the meet.
New Ulm lead 13-10, butNicol-
let proved. stronger in the
heavier weight. Jlm Haller at
heavyweight did, however, cllse
the gap by ptming hisopponent.
three Nicollet wrestlers con-
tinued undefeated at 95, L27',
and 145. At .this meet Brad
Voves was moved from 154 to
165 and Greg Smltl was put ln
at the slot in hopes of notchlng
another win. Overall lt was a
close meet, andtbe scaleswould
have tlpped the other way wlttr

Two-tentls of one point was
all that sepa.rated tlte New Ulm
gymnasts from the champion-
strip of their own Invltatlonal
TournamenT, Jan 18. Tbeydt4
however, ca.pture second plaee,
and Cha.rles Ma.rti wa.shonored
as the top all-a.round ryrmast
cf the meet.

Brooklyn Center squeaked ln
ahead of New UIm wi& 116.6
total tea.m potnts. Thlrd was
taken by Ausfl,n with 115.55,
Falrmont ItrS was fourth, and
Robbtnsdale was fifttr-all in
close order behiiio New UIm.

Individual champions and
tea.m depth were the contribut-
lng fa,ctors in NU's hfdt finish.
Cheez MarE received a medal
for second on ttre hlgb ba.r,'ln
addidon to tie all-a.rouid
trophy. Jeff Lowinske, asopho-
more, iaptured ftrst place in
the iloor exerclse.

.meetbefore New Ulm scored a
team point.

Finally at 145 Steve Burdick
plnned his opponent in 1:54 and
made the tally 23-5. The first
slx losses were. on declsions
and New Ulm wrestlers man-
aged just 3 match polnts total.
Fritz Burnett pulled out the
only other wln wlth a decisiqt
at 175.

St. Peter whlpped New Uln
in an odd low scoring alfalr on
Tuesday, January 28. Althorgh
five matches were won easlly
by St. Peter wrestlers, 6-0,
18-0, 15-2, 13-2, and 10-0,
they couldn t manage a pln. In
fact throughout the meet, no
pins were made, whlch ac-
cormted for the low tally. Brad
Voves, at L54, Steve Petersont
at LZO, and Tom Burdlck, at
112 w_ere NU wlnners.,

The NU Eagles usednumbers
to overcome the Falrfax mat-
men 23-18 on Jan. 30.
